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From our Pastor

Beloved,

When we think of the beginning of America, we think of
that little group of Pilgrims who landed at Plymouth Rock in
the year 1620. Out of a little more than one hundred
pilgrims on board the Mayflower ship, most of them were
devout Christians. They were Separatists who wanted to
leave behind the Anglican Church of England and build a
new life in a new land, where they could worship the Lord
in the way they believed the Scriptures taught.

We are the heirs of that great desire for religious freedom to
worship God as we choose. The Baptist Faith and Message
has a section on Religious Liberty that says, in part: “God
alone is Lord of the conscience, and He has left it free from
the doctrines and commandments of men which are contrary
to His Word or not contained in it... A free church in a free
state is the Christian ideal, and this implies the right of free
and unhindered access to God on the part of all men, and the
right to form and propagate opinions in the sphere of
religion without interference by the civil power.” (Baptist
Faith and Message XVII. Religious Liberty, pages 20-21).

Out of all the freedoms we enjoy, perhaps none is as great
as our freedom to worship God. That is what our founders
sought as much as anything else. One poet put it like this:

What sought they thus afar? Bright jewels of the mine?
The wealth of seas, the spoils of war?

They sought a faith’s pure shrine!

Aye, call it holy ground, the soil where first they trod:
They have left unstained what there they found—
Freedom to worship God.
